1. Some matters from the previous meetings were discussed:  



a) JIG proposed meeting with Registrary not yet taken place.


b) ‘DREAM boxes’ are apparently due to arrive in 2/3 weeks.  This 

created a lot of discussion as none of the information available to the 

Forum was first hand. Instead of ‘assuming & supposing’ WH agreed 

to contact GED regarding having someone from the Fire Safety Unit 

explain how the system was to operate.  (DREAM/SIMPLE/boxes/how 

updated etc)
2. Battery recycling is now underway from the Environment Office.  Large batteries are still removed by Cleanaway – requests to be made in the usual way via HSD.

3. Regulatory Reform Order – came in 1st October.  PB wondered what it would mean in practical terms for a small department like his (Computer Laboratory).

4. WH gave an update on various publications: 

· RA handbook on HSD website

· Updated Risk Assessment presentation will be on HSD website & Forum website 

· Pressure Vessels published – will soon be on HSD website

· First Aid Handbook being rewritten.  Many changes especially with regard to resuscitation.  WH approaching BHF regarding funding defibrillators.  This would all be discussed in First Aid Sub-committee

· WH had received Manual Handling draft back from MJR and had signed University up to the HSE Better Backs Campaign

· Manual Handling leaflet had been updated

· Draft of Manual. Handling to be sent to SHEF shortly

5. WH reported that SDC had received the training to be an IOSH Managing Safely Trainer.  WH & SDC in discussions on providing it for interested parties (at least 15) across University.  Possibly after Easter 2007.  Envisaged that it would be run over 4 consecutive days and that initial pilot would not be at any cost to attendees’ departments.  Nothing definite yet.
6.   Environmental Training - HC said that when it became known exactly what 

the WEE Regs. entailed there would be training.  Likely that next  



Environmental Coordinators’ event will be on this theme.

7.   Discussion ensued about training in Waste Management in general.

8. WH said that the Annual Safety Seminar 2007 had the working title “What If” and attempts were being made to get Bill Callaghan and/or Neil Budworth to speak.
9. Allianz-Cornhill contracts manager David Young had met with WH & JB.  There are still some outstanding issues to do with online access for big departments regarding lifting equipment & pressure vessels.  JIG wondered why he was getting 3 copies of reports!  A-Cornhill need to be reminded that report to go direct to department and not to Finance Division or HSD.
10. A discussion took place regarding EMBS and EMBS employed contractors and sub contractors and the problems some departments (but not others) seem to be having regarding lack of communication regarding access; people working safely; provision of method statements, risk assessments etc.  

Some departments require induction into the department.  

How can a dept be ‘happy’ with a contractors risk assessment they have never seen, and don’t even know if it exists? Constructive suggestions were made regarding such ideas as a Cambridge University Contractor’s Passport Scheme.  That way a contractor wouldn’t have to be inducted into a department on every occasion if it could be proved that it had been done recently.  WH (+ LPH) agreed to raise the issue at the next EMBS/HSD liaison meeting.
11. The next meeting was agreed as 3pm Wednesday 1 November 2006 (room already booked for usual date).  Those present agreed that unless more people were willing to attend from time to time (ie it would have been beneficial to have had someone from the Fire Safety Unit & Occ Health at this meeting) there was no point in continuing to meet in this way.
